Prior to a case being forwarded to the Plan Commission for review, the proposal must be
presented to the Sketch Plan Committee. The Committee is comprised of representatives of the
School Districts, Park District, Fire Protection Districts, and the Village. The Committee meets
on the first Monday of each month (except in the case of holidays) at 10:00 a.m. at the Village
Hall. As the review of this stage of the project is informal, the applicant / petitioner need only
submit 20 copies of the “Sketch Plan Application” and a “conceptual drawing” in
accordance with the following submittal deadline calendar:

Petitioners / applicants will be notified by the Village in writing as
to Plan Commission / Zoning Board of Appeals agenda placement and meeting date. It is
expected that a representative of the request will be in attendance at all Plan Commission,
Zoning Board of Appeals and Village Board meetings.

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Engineering Requirements:

The Village’s Subdivision Ordinance and Storm Water Ordinance should be consulted for
specific requirements for engineering submittals. The following summarizes the Engineering
Department’s expectations for Concept Plats, Preliminary Engineering Plans and Preliminary
Plats, and Final Engineering Plans and Final Plats:

Concept Plats

A Concept Plat covers an entire development. While the Concept Plat does not necessarily need
to be prepared by a licensed engineer, it should be drawn legibly and to scale. The following
information should be depicted on all Concept Plats:

1. The general layout of proposed streets (as near to scale as possible)
2 The footprint of any detention / retention facilities
3. The proposed connections to the Village’s water and sanitary sewer systems

Preliminary Subdivision Plats

The Preliminary Plat is not recorded. It should depict the proposed layout of lots and be drawn to
scale. Please refer to Section 78-51 of the Village Code for all requirements pertaining to
Preliminary Plats.

Preliminary Engineering Plans

The Preliminary Engineering Plans also covers the entire development, and should be prepared
by a professional engineer. The Preliminary Engineering Plan must include the following
information:

1. The proposed street layout with centerline locations and right-of-way widths
drawn to scale.

2. The location and width of proposed sidewalks.

3. The proposed layout of water mains, sanitary sewers and storm sewers.

4. All items required by Storm Water Ordinance Section 38-91, including the

footprints of all detention / retention facilities with the normal water and high
water levels indicated.

5. The proposed street cross-section(s).

6. The location of fire hydrants, valves, etc.

Final Subdivision Plats

The Final Plat covers a single unit in the development and is ultimately recorded. The Final Plat
must contain all easements and certificates required by the Subdivision Ordinance. Please refer
to Section 78-71 of the Village Code for all requirements pertaining to Final Plats.
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Final Engineering Plans

Final Engineering Plans cover a single unit in the subdivision or single parcel if prepared for a
Site Plan. The following information must be depicted on all Final Engineering Plans:

Detailed plans of all detention / retention facilities (see Storm Water Ordinance).
Detailed detention / retention calculations using the hydrograph method (see
Storm Water Ordinance).

Detailed storm sewer calculations using the rational method (see Storm Water
Ordinance).

A storm water pollution protection plan (SWPPP).

A separate sheet depicting the utility layout.

The location of all street lights.

Construction details.

#%% The applicant will be responsible for paying all fees incurred by the Village through its

use of professional staff and consultants during its review of Preliminary Subdivision Plats,

Preliminary Engineering Plans, Final Subdivision Plats and Final Engineering Plans. The

applicant will be billed for these fees. All fees for which _invoices have been provided to the

applicant_must be paid prior to the application being presented _for_approval by the Village

Board, prior to the development being released for building permits and/or _prior to_any

reduction or release of the posted surety. Failure to fully reimburse the Village for its review

fees will preclude further reviews and approvals of the project. Reimbursement to the Village

shall be required immediately in the event an application is inactive for a period of six months.
