


























SWIMMING POOLS -PAGE 1

Definitions:

Swimming Pool: A receptacle for water or an artificial pool of water having a wall
height or water depth in excess of 24 inches.

Portable Pool: Portable or inflatable pools not equipped with a pump or filter may
be installed on private property between Memorial Day and Labor
Day.

Private Swimming Pool: Any swimming pool located on private residential property, the use
of which is intended solely for the owner and guests.

Public Swimming Pool: An artificial basin of water which has been modified, improved,

constructed or installed for the purpose of public swimming and
includes pools for Community use, pools at apartments having four
(4) or more living units, clubs, camps, schools, institutions, parks
and recreation areas, motels, hotels, and other Commercial
establishments.

Permits Required:

It shall be unlawful to proceed with the construction, installation, enlargement of any swimming
pool and its appurtenances within the Village unless having first obtained a building permit.
Failure to obtain a building permit prior to installation of a swimming pool could result in the
doubling of permit fees, as well as $25.00 citations per day until compliance of code has been
achieved.

Location:

Above ground pools shall be located at least ten feet (10°) from any side or rear property lines
and at least five feet (5°) from the principal building.

In-ground swimming pools shall be located at least ten feet (10”) from any side or rear property
lines and at least ten feet (10°) from the principal building.

No swimming pool shall be located in the front yard of any lot including both street frontages on
corner lots. Pumps, filters, and pool disinfecting equipment shall be located at a distance not less
than five feet (5°) from any side or rear property line and not less than ten feet (10°) from the
principal building. Pools shall not be located below or within ten feet (10°) from any overhead
electrical lines.

Fences:

All outdoor swimming pools shall be completely enclosed by a fence or the yard in which the
pool is located shall be completely enclosed by a fence with a minimum height from the
established grade of six (6) feet. All fence openings or points of entry into the pool area shall be
equipped with self-closing gates. All gates shall be self-latching with the latches placed at least
four (4) feet above the ground. Fences shall be constructed so as to prohibit the passage of a
sphere larger than four (4) inches in diameter through any opening or under the fence. Above
ground pools that have a manually activated entrance ladder that can be locked in the upright
position shall be acceptable as long as the degree of protection is not less than the protection
afforded by the enclosure, gate and latch described herein. Fencing is required once the pool is
installed.
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TEMPORARY FENCING

Temporary fencing will only be allowed when the Building and Zoning Administrator prior
to the installation of pool or fence have granted authorization. Temporary fencing will be
allowed for a period not to exceed 30 days from the date of verbal approval or permit
issuance, which ever is first. Fencing must achieve six feet from grade to top of pool at all
times, including temporary fencing.

Inspection for permanent fencing will be conducted 30 days from permit approval. Failure
to comply will result in $25.00 per day citation until compliance is met.

Electrical Requirements:
Swimming pools shall not be located below or within 10° from any overhead electrical lines or

within 5’ horizontally from the inside wall of the pool. Wiring for the pool pumps and motors
shall be installed within rigid metal conduit (RMC), intermediate metal conduit (IMC), non-
metallic raceway (RNC) or direct burial cable. The minimum burial depth for all pool wiring is
18”. All metal conduit shall be corrosion resistant and suitable for the location. A minimum 20
amp GFCI protected designated circuit is required for receptacles providing power for pumps
and motors and shall be located at least 10° from the inside of the pool wall. The pool receptacle
is permitted to be not less than 5” from the inside of the pool wall when the following conditions
are met:

1. Consist of a single receptacle

2. Employ a locking configuration
3. Are of the grounding type

4. Has GFCI protection

Installation of listed in-use type GFCI exterior receptacle covers are required in conformance
with the NEC. All exterior receptacles within 20° of the inside of the pool wall shall be GFCI
protected. All electrical installations in conjunction with swimming pools shall be in
conformance with the National Electric Code.

Compliance:
Swimming Pool Deposit — For all above-ground and in-ground swimming pools, a $100.00 cash

deposit is required at the time of permit issuance. If a verbal approval is requested, the $100.00
deposit and the $30.00 permit fee must be paid at time of application submittal. Deposit of
$100.00 must be made in the form of cash, cashiers check or bank money order.

Upon completion and approval of all work as indicated on the plans, the deposit will be returned
at time of next available disbursements.

Tt shall be unlawful to construct, install or enlarge any swimming pool within the Village except
in compliance with the provisions of this section.

Exceptions to Provision: The provisions of this section shall not apply to swimming pools that
have a wall height of 24 inches or less.

e Fence can be installed around the yard enclosing pool area. (This requires
separate fence permit)
e Permanent fencing must be installed within 30 days of permit approval

Indicate existing underground or overhead lines
Pools cannot be located within 10 ft. of overhead lines
Indicate locations of proposed or existing receptacles. All receptacles require GFI
protection with IN USE covers.

Construction details:
Must be installed in compliance with the International Building Code.
Submit construction details for pool deck, stairs, guardrails, etc.
Contractors:
All contractors working on the project must be registered prior to approval of the project.

Inspections:

| DEPOSIT: B
A $100.00 cash deposit (cash, money order or cashiers check) will be required at time of
permit approval or at time of verbal request. This deposit will be returned at the next available

disbursement after approval of project by the Building Department.
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FENCES - WALLS

A building permit is required and is subject to inspections.

The maximum height of a fence in a front yard is 36”. The front yard is the area from the front
property line to the building setback line.

The maximum height of a fence in a side and rear yard is 72”.

PLEASE NOTE: ON CORNER LOTS, THE 36” HEIGHT LIMITATION APPLIES TO EACH
YARD FRONTING THE STREET.

Fences can be installed on or inside the property line.

All supporting posts shall be exposed to the lot interior and shall not face the adjoining
properties.

No barbed wire or barbed wire fences shall be allowed on private property in residential zones,
or on lots in any zoning district being used for single or multiple family dwelling purposes. No
fences shall be constructed of material obviously intended to inflict great bodily harm should a
person attempt to climb or scale it. Such material shall include, but not be limited to, electrical
conduit, broken glass, razor blades and sharp or jagged metal spikes or spears. Barbed or
electrically charged fences may be used only as authorized by special provisions of the particular
zoning district in which it is intended.

Commercial and industrial zoned districts are permitted an 8” chain linked fence with a barbed
wire security fence installed on the top of the chain link fence. Total height for this type of
fencing shall not exceed 10 ft. The entire fence, including projections, must be completely
located within the property on which it is installed.



ACCESSORY BUILDINGS

Side Yard Set Back Requirement 50~
Rear Yard Set Back Requirement 5°0”
Front Yard Set Back Requirement 30° 07
Distance from house or any principal buildings 10’ 0”

Plus 1° 0 for each additional foot over 20’ 0” in length

The maximum size of a shed shall be 180 sq. ft.

The maximum size of a playhouse shall be 100 sq. ft. — one story.

Building Height not to exceed 15° 07

NOTE: All building set backs shall not encroach upon any easements and /or public
right-of-way. All construction requires a building permit and is subject to regular
building inspections.



REQUIRED INFORMATION FOR DECK PERMITS

SITE PLAN
Indicate deck dimensions and location (see sample)

DECK CONSTRUCTION (SEE SAMPLE)
All posts, framing and decking material must be decay resistant — either natural or pressure

treated.
All fasteners for pressure treated wood must be hot dipped galvanized steel, stainless steel,

silicon bronze or copper.

POSTS
Indicate size, spacing, material and location.
Indicate depth in ground (minimum 42” below finished grade).

HEADERS
Where supported by attachment to an exterior wall of existing building, headers shall be

positively anchored.
Indicate bolt size, spacing and material
Indicate header size, spacing and material.

JOIST
Indicate size, spacing, material & method of attachment. Joist hangers required at the joist to
ledger connection.

DECKING
Indicate size, material & fastener type.
Indicate finished deck height above finished grade.

GUARDRAIL
(on deck 30” or more above grade)

Indicate guardrail height (minimum 36” above deck).
Indicate baluster spacing (maximum 4” between balusters).

HANDRAIL
Handrails required on stairs with three or more risers.

STAIRS
Indicate width of stairs, 36” minimum.
Indicate riser height — 7 %” maximum rise.
Indicate tread dimensions — 10” minimum, measured nose to nose.



36" high guardrail along and in back of benches on open sides and

34" guardrail along open sides of stairs.

Decks less than 30" above
grade need not have
guard-rails.
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
