Every holiday season, the Village of New Lenox hosts Christmas in the Commons featuring lights,
shopping, and other holiday festivities in the Village Commons. Christmas in the Commons
traditionally takes place Saturdays and Sundays in December from 4:00 to 8:00 p.m.

The highlight of the event is the incredible display of glittering lights draped throughout the
Commons. This magical winter wonderland is highlighted by our 40-foot tall lighted Santa Claus,
the largest of his kind in the country. Guests will find additional three-dimensional displays and
photo opportunities along with a holiday market and favorite holiday activities like horse-drawn
wagon rides, visits from Santa, ice skating, and more!

Christmas in the Commons brings visitors from across the Chicagoland area, with guests coming
from over 80 communities in 2024. Each night of the event typically sees 1,500 to 2,000 visitors.
